A-Level Photography 2025

A-Level Photography requires you to produce personal responses to a range of different themes, developing your own photographic style, using the resources and equipment that you have available to you. To prepare you for your first theme you will need to complete the following tasks:

Theme: Image and Text

Task 1: Create a Pinterest account if you do not already have one
Task 2: Create a board titled Image and Text. Add a range of photographs to the board, at least 20, that combine text and photography. (You will use these images to produce a visual mindmap when you start the course in September).
Task 3: Produce 5 of your own photoshoots, using the equipment and resources you have available, on the Theme Image and Text. E.g. Graffiti on walls, peeling posters on billboards etc. 

Reminder:  Each photoshoot should consist of a minimum of 24-36 images. The images can be of the same subject matter where you are experimenting with different lighting / compositions etc. 

Assessment: 
Pinterest: email me with a link to your pinterest board (select the button ‘Invite Collaborators’, copy and paste the link). 

Photoshoots: Upload your 5 photoshoots to your OneDrive account and email me a link to view. Alternatively, you can email me your best photo from each photoshoot and then bring in the remainder of your images on a USB stick / SD Card on your first lesson at the start of term. 

Best of luck, I look forward to seeing how you have creatively interpreted the theme. (If you do not have access to a camera you may use a mobile phone to take your photoshoots.)
