Paper 1 Section A Tasks
For this section of your language exam you will be asked 4 comprehension questions that will test your knowledge on language, structure and expressing your opinion in relation to a text.
Task 1:
Read through the following short extract. 
So far they had been lucky. They had been attacked, of course, by leeches and mosquitoes and stinging ants. But the snakes and scorpions had left them alone. The rivers they had crossed had been free of piranhas. They had been allowed to survive.

Task 2:
Read the following short extract. 
Analyse and annotate the extract for the writer’s use of language in describing the forest. 
Pick out any words and phrases, any language features and any sentence forms that you notice.
Consider the effect this description of the forest has on the reader.
...cutting their way through the dense, suffocating undergrowth, fighting through the very air, which hung heavy, moist and still. Trees tall as cathedrals surrounded them, and a strange green light - almost holy - shimmered through the vast canopy of leaves. The rain forest seemed to have an intelligence of its own. Its voice was the sudden screech of a parrot, the flicker of a monkey swinging through the branches overhead. It knew they were there.





Task 3:
Now that you have analyse the extract you need to be able to write your ideas into structured, well developed P.E.E.D paragraphs. 
Point- Re-word the question and add in your idea/ statement.
Evidence- Select a quotation that matches your idea/ statement.
Explain- Explain what you quotation means and what feature of language is used.
Develop- Select a word or phrase from your quotation- comment on the effect this has on the rest of the sentence and the effect on the reader.
Example:
Point- The writer uses a long, almost list-like, opening sentence to add suspense and a sense of tension to the beginning of the extract. 
Evidence- This creates a sense of danger, for instance “cutting their way through the dense, suffocating undergrowth, fighting through the very air”. 
Explain- This suggests that whoever ‘they’ are, are in a fight against the forest to escape as the personified forest fights to keep them there. 
Develop- The heavy adjective ‘dense’ and airless verb ‘suffocating’ add to the sense of suspense and danger as they describe a thick, overpowering atmosphere that surrounds the forest. This effects the reader, as they almost have to fight through the sentence to the very end, much like the characters in the extract, which again adds to the sense of danger and suspense.

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Task 4:
For Question 3 you are going to have to think about the structure of a text and how the writer develops/ shifts the focus from a setting/description/ or character to something else. 
Below there is a shortened extract from the fairy tale ‘The Three Little Pigs’. 
Once upon a time there were three little pigs. One pig built a house of straw while the second pig built his house with sticks. They built their houses very quickly and then sang and danced all day because they were lazy. The third little pig worked hard all day and built his house with bricks.
A big bad wolf saw the two little pigs while they danced and played and thought, “What juicy tender meals they will make!” He chased the two pigs and they ran and hid in their houses. The big bad wolf went to the first house and huffed and puffed and blew the house down in minutes. The frightened little pig ran to the second pig’s house that was made of sticks. The big bad wolf now came to this house and huffed and puffed and blew the house down in hardly any time. Now, the two little pigs were terrified and ran to the third pig’s house that was made of bricks.
The big bad wolf tried to huff and puff and blow the house down, but he could not. He kept trying for hours but the house was very strong and the little pigs were safe inside. He tried to enter through the chimney but the third little pig boiled a big pot of water and kept it below the chimney. The wolf fell into it and died.
The two little pigs now felt sorry for having been so lazy. They too built their houses with bricks and lived happily ever after.

Written in 1813 it is set in a time in which women and daughters were expected to marry in order to support the family- in this scene Elizabeth Bennet is describing the excitement of her mother as she realises that a rich gentleman has come to town, and her father’s react to her excitement.

Point- Re-word the question and add in your idea/ statement.
Evidence- Select a quotation that matches your idea/ statement.
Explain- Explain what you quotation means.
Example:
Point- Source A suggests that rights for Chimpanzees are changing, but that they are not necessarily changing fast enough as they continually refer to the negative treatment of Chimps.
Evidence- For instance, “but hundreds of chimps…remain in captivity.” 
Explain/ New Point- This suggests that the writer feels frustrated at the slow pace or insignificant changes to the Chimps rights. On the other hand, Source B, presents the horrific treatment of the Chimps. 
Evidence- For example, “and then subjecting them to months of painful biopsy.”
Explain- This suggests that perhaps the writer feels that their rights are not being adhered to.

Example:
Point- The writer uses direct address to persuade the reader as it makes the advertiser feel relatable, reliable, and inviting.   
Evidence- For instance “Welcome to Walt Disney Studios Park”. 
Explain- This suggests to the audience that Walt Disney is almost personally inviting them, and this allows the audience to relax and rely on the information being presented.
Develop- The inviting exclamation ‘Welcome’ is also very upbeat and gives the advert a positive start on which to continue. However, this could also be considered as somewhat false and ‘overtly cheery’ as they are only interested in the customers money.

Task 9:

Consider the following question.

Compare how both extracts refer to holiday experiences.

Like the summary question you need to be combining both arguments into one paragraph. However, you need to go into more detail.
Example:
Point- In extract A the writer is persuasive and incredibly positive from the very first sentence, whereas extract B is incredibly negative.
Evidence- In extract A the writer “Welcomes” the audience to their holiday experience. In comparison, extract B begins with an overtly negative statement “an utter disgrace”. 
Explain- This suggests that due to the persuasive nature of extract A the writer has attempted to seem upbeat and relatable, whereas, in extract B the writer is attempting to be frank/ incredibly honest about their experience. 
Develop- The shameful noun “disgrace” is negatively connoted and carries a sense of bitterness on behalf of the writer and therefore suggests that, not only did they have a bad experience, but one that has left a lasting impression. The word “Welcome” on the other hand is very charming and inviting, and therefore poses as a direct contrast to the experiences in extract B.

Libby Purves’ Review of The National Theatres Play Frankenstein- for The Times 2011

	A great bell calls silence. The Olivier is a dim red womb, pulsing with threat: overhead a mass of lights and tubes shimmer. A shadow rips through a membrane to become a bloody, scarred, naked man, racked by spasms of unfamiliar muscle. A baby learns movement sweetly by degrees, strength coming slowly, but this new-born adult has to struggle with horrible kicks and tremors to
5    find uprightness. Abandoned, he wanders through an incomprehensible world where crowds mill
and shriek and a huge, terrible machine roars towards us on rails from nowhere: a surreal caricature of industrial England. He flees. In wider fields the amazing sun rises, grass grows, larks fly upwards, fire burns, rain cools. All is new.
We are required to feel the dazzle and terror that the Creature endures, for in this adaptation of 
10   Mary Shelley’s novel, too long vulgarised into horror films and monster cartoons, the writer, Nick
Dear, and director, Danny Boyle, come fresh to the wonder and fear of it by taking the Creature’s point of view. If he is a monster, it is only because he meets abuse and blows.
It is a hell of a production: the set itself conveys unease, rising and revolving into harsh surprises. But it is the Creature that mesmerises, developing a jerky, defective, heart breaking eloquence as 
15   ideas and desires invade him. The two leading parts, scientist and creature, alternate night by
night and critics were asked to see both versions. First Benedict Cumberbatch was Victor Frankenstein, and Jonny Lee Miller appallingly brilliant as the Creature. That felt cast to type: Lee Miller animalistic, physically expressive, plaintive, primitive; and Cumberbatch, who without much trouble can always give us a scholarly, arrogant toff in a frock coat. Yet, the next night, 
20   Cumberbatch astonished in the monster role, moving into a zone of physical expressiveness and 
otherness we have never yet seen; and his scenes with Lee Miller’s tougher, hoarser Frankenstein worked even better than the first way round, through anger and argument to the ultimate, deep-damned unity of their flight to the magnetic, electric North Pole.
This taut, thrilling play runs to its awful conclusion without an interval, indeed with hardly a moment
25   for breath. Yet it remains, as Mary Shelley intended, basically a work of philosophy, pathos and 
moral seriousness. In his brief experience of kindness from blind old De Lacey (a lovely, gentle performance by Karl Johnson) the Creature, taught to read Milton and Plutarch, cries: “Ideas batter me like hailstones. Who am I?”
He struggles with identity, with physicality, with knowing himself to be a thing galvanised by the new
30   power of electrochemistry out of dead organs “stolen at night from wet soil, meat for dogs”. He is
disabled by his lack of memory, baffled by mankind. Why do we herd together in cities for mutual help yet massacre one another, he asks. “I do not like inconsistent! Why must it be so?” Nameless, rootless, he is the ultimate exile. “Why do you know everything and I nothing? I am the one who stands outside the door.” Meeting hostility, he learns revenge; reading poetry, he dreams of love.
35  Tracking down his elusive dilettante of a maker, in sharply funny confrontations with Victor 
Frankenstein, he pleads for a companion, a woman-thing like himself. His ruthlessness grows with rejection, stance and face hardening, losing their bloodied, baffled innocence.
Mark Tildesley’s stunning design and Bruno Poet’s remarkable lighting effects use the Olivier’s vastness with controlled, imaginative strength. The music, by Underworld, is perfect. Naomie Harris
40   is calmly touching as Elizabeth, Victor’s fiancée, and Ella Smith (British theatre’s top wench ’n’
trollop interpreteuse) is grand in her two quick cameos. The only jarring element is George Harris as Frankenstein’s father — a fine actor normally, but in this case disastrously uneasy with Victorian-melodramatic lines such as: “You flout my authority. In short, you disappoint me.”
Otherwise, it is rather wonderful: thoughtful, exciting, moving. At the 1823 dramatised version, 
45   ladies fainted in the stalls and critics thundered: “Do not take your wives and daughters!” We think 
we’re tougher now, but I nearly fell out of my seat at the shock bridal-chamber scene. Twice.

Percy Bysshe Shelley’s Review of Frankenstein: Or, The Modern Prometheus (written in 1818 by Mary Shelley (Shelley’s wife) for The Athenæum, 10 November 1832

	The novel of 'Frankenstein; or, the Modern Prometheus,' is undoubtedly, as a mere story, one of the most original and complete productions of the day. We debate with ourselves in wonder, as we read it, what could have been the series of thoughts—what could have been the peculiar experiences that awakened them—which conduced, in the author's mind, to the astonishing combinations of 
5    motives and incidents, and the startling catastrophe, which compose this tale. There are, perhaps,
some points of subordinate importance, which prove that it is the author's first attempt. But in this judgment, which requires a very nice discrimination, we may be mistaken; for it is conducted throughout with a firm and steady hand. The interest gradually accumulates and advances towards the conclusion with the accelerated rapidity of a rock rolled down a mountain. We are led breathless
10  with suspense and sympathy, and the heaping up of incident on incident, and the working of 
passion out of passion. We cry "hold, hold! enough!"—but there is yet something to come; and, like the victim whose history it relates, we think we can bear no more, and yet more is to be borne. Pelion is heaped on Ossa, and Ossa on Olympus. We climb Alp after Alp, until the horizon is seen blank, vacant, and limitless; and the head turns giddy, and the ground seems to fail under our feet.
15   This novel rests its claim on being a source of powerful and profound emotion. The elementary
feelings of the human mind are exposed to view; and those who are accustomed to reason deeply on their origin and tendency will, perhaps, be the only persons who can sympathize, to the full extent, in the interest of the actions which are their result. But, founded on nature as they are, there is perhaps no reader, who can endure anything beside a new love story, who will not feel a
20   responsive string touched in his inmost soul. The sentiments are so affectionate and so innocent—
the characters of the subordinate agents in this strange drama are clothed in the light of such a mild and gentle mind—the pictures of domestic manners are of the most simple and attaching character: the father's is irresistible and deep. Nor are the crimes and malevolence of the single Being, though indeed withering and tremendous, the offspring of any unaccountable propensity to evil, but flow 
25   irresistibly from certain causes fully adequate to their production. They are the children, as it were,
of Necessity and Human Nature. In this the direct moral of the book consists; and it is perhaps the most important, and of the most universal application, of any moral that can be enforced by example. Treat a person ill, and he will become wicked. Requite affection with scorn;—let one being be selected, for whatever cause, as the refuse of his kind—divide him, a social being, from society,
30  and you impose upon him the irresistible obligations—malevolence and selfishness. It is thus that,
too often in society, those who are best qualified to be its benefactors and its ornaments, are branded by some accident with scorn, and changed, by neglect and solitude of heart, into a scourge and a curse.
